tion of sculptures dedicated to the art critic
and poet. Spanning 15 days, it is being held
at the India Intemational Centre (1IC)in

New Delhi from December 7to 21.

Amongthe biggest names in art eriticism in
India, Malik diedin 2014 This exhibition com-
memorates his birth centenary, which falls
next vear, Malik's unique observations about
paintings kept unveiling his insight about art,
but he was equally scholardy about sculptures.
“He loved explonng Indian sculptors, who
delved into the roots of our philosophy,” says
Nair, recalling Malik's research years spent in
Italy and France during the 1950s.

Among the Indian artists, one of his
favountes was Prodosh Das Gupta, curator of
the National Gallery of Modern Art from 1957
to 1970. “We don't have his work at the exhibi-
tion, but we have Amar Nath Sehgal and
Biman Das.” says Nair sharing how Malik's
wife Usha recommended Biman Das fora Ful-
bright scholarship. He remained there for a-
vear-and-a-half, lecturing on Indianart history
and scholarship at American universities.

As many as 23 sculptors are showing their
works, These include Satish Gupta and Him-
mat Shah, besides Delhi Art Sodety (DAS)
president Neera) Gupta, who has been instru-
mental in organising the exhibition. The two
women artists whose works are
being showecased are Sonia
Sareen and the late Rini Dhu-
mal. The mediums are var-
jed: from wood, stone and
metal to termacotta.

Others include G Reghu,
Arun Pandit, Dhananjay Singh,
Harsha Durugadda, SD Hariprasad,
Parmod Mann, Rajesh Ram,
Nimesh Pilla, Phaneendra Nath
Chaturvedi, Muzaffar Ali, NSRana,
Ankon Mitra, Vipul Kumar
Satish Gujral, Ram Kumar
Manna and Bhola Kumar,
besides cameraman Manoj

Arora with his select set of nine mono-
chromes. “Malik was a huge fanof photogra
phy; especially monochromes,” Nair notes.
The exhibition is being organised by DAS
in association with IIC. DAS was founded by
Malik in 2005, following deliberations with
his sister; the late Kapila Vatsayan. To Neerag
Gupta, one of India’s foremost sculptors,
Malik was mentor. He says the idea behind
iSculpt was also to cultivate future genera-
tions of artists with a potential to create
meaningful sculptures in public places.
Malik migrated to Delhi fram Miani village
in Punjab province of undivided India. For
decades, he contributed regularly to the art
pages of leading newspapers and was the
editor of iterary weekly “Thought'. Simulta-
neously, he curated an array of art exhibi-
tions within the country and
abmad, while also servingas an
adviserto the National Gallery
of Modern Art and anexecutive
member of Lalit Kala Akademi.
Nair says the exhibition was
curated to honour Malik's serv-
ice to the arts, which “was dis-
tinctive and distinguished without
greed for money”. Years ago, Malik
was quoted as saying at an exhibi
tion by Gupta: “Sculpting is the
oldest form of expressing
thoughts and imaginations, and
itis necessary torevive the cul
ture.” That makes this exhibi-
tion a perfect tribute.

Highlighting the need for
an administrative system that
promotes sculpting and its
ardent followers, Dr Singh
said evenaesthetes often had

just a “hazy notion” about
modermn art.

“This should go. More
people should view sculp-
tures; more should buy them
aswell,” he observed, releas-
ing the catalogue of the mile-

stone ‘iSculpt’ exhibition in
the national capital.
TheDecember7-21 show,
being organised by Delhi Art
Society (DAC) inassociation
with the Indian Internation-
al Centre (IIC), features mas-

terpieces by half-a-dozen
modern masters.

Curated by art historian
Uma Nair, the 15-day event
at the ITC premises marks
the start of the 100th year of
Malik, who wrote regularly for
leading newspapers and edit-
ed theliteraryweekly Thought,
besides serving at the Nation-
al Gallery of Modern Art and
the equally prestigious Lalit
Kala Akademi.

Dr Singh, while noting
thatsculptingis a “difficultart”,
said the ongoing exhibition
has taken careto represent not
just the various genres and
mediums ofthe domain, but
alsoits exponentsacross the
country.

“To give an overall view of
modern sculpting and yet
focus on certain high points
is challenging,” he noted,
while also recalling his close
ties with Malik (1924-2014).
“This show has succeeded
in payingitstribute to the great
man.”

New Delhi, Nov 28: The world of visual arts will pay homage to iconic scholar-
critic Keshav Malik in his birth centenary year, as 23 sculptors will exhibit their
worKks in the national capital next month.

The December 7-21 iSculpt will feature a tasteful assortment of compositions by
established as well as emerging modern masters.

The opening ceremony at 5p.mwill start with an invocation by acclaimed
classical danseuse GeetaChandran, positioning herself between two
prominent sculptures at the show.

iSculpt at IIC chisels memories around scholar Keshav Malik at 100

New Delhi, Dec 8: Two dozen modern sculptures by as many masters
grace the front yard of India International Centre in a meditative melange,
upholding the artistic quest of Keshav Malik in whose memory the cultural
world is organising a pioneering exhibition in his centenary.

If paintings occupied a pivotal place in Malik’s writings, the 15-day show
dedicated to the art critic into his 100th year has focus on sculpting. Named
iSculpt, itthrows light on multi-faceted Malik’s relatively less-noticed love
for three-dimensional works in a variety of mediumes.

Organised by the Malik-founded Delhi Arts Society (DAS) in association
with IIC, the December 7-21 event curated by art historian Uma Nair was
inaugurated last evening at the pool-side Gandhi King Plaza amid the
presence of an array of cultural personalities. Sangeet Natak Akademi
former Secretary Usha Malik lit the ceremonial lamp, marking the start of
the event which was announced open by dermatologist-cosmetologist Dr
SimalSoin and fashion designer RituBeri.

Adding vibrancy to the function was an invocatory dance by
Bharatanatyam exponent Geeta Chandran, earning viewer appreciation
that was formally expressed by DAS president Neeraj Gupta, whose two
works are on display at iSculpt. Among those who spoke included IIC
President K.N. Shrivastava, a retired bureaucrat who also served as the
Director-General of Archaeological Survey of India.

For the visitor to not miss out the admiration Malik (1924-2014) always
had for photography, iSculpt features a set of monochromes.

Lauding her artistry and presenting Geeta with an artefact from his famed
collection, DAS’s Neeraj went on to recall his earliest association with Malik
in the mid-1990s. “He was as humble as knowledgeable,” the sculptor said,
also recounting his festive Rakshabandhan days at the house of Malik’s
sister, Kapila Vatsyayan, another late cultural icon.

Sculpting deserves wider public appreciation: Dr Karan Singh

New Delhi, Dec 11: The country’s rich heritage of sculpting and
architecture merits stronger efforts by the government to ensure a wider
appreciation of the two arts in modern times, according to renowned poet-
philosopher Dr Karan Singh.

“We have such a grand legacy when it comes to sculptures. Contemporary
sensibilities keep lending them new forms. We need more people to see the
works,” the nonagenarian cultural personality noted at an art show being
organised on the centenary year of iconic scholar Keshav Malik.

Highlighting the need for an administrative system that promotes sculpting
and its ardent followers, Dr Singh said even aesthetes often had just a “hazy
notion” about modern art. “This should go. More people should view
sculptures; more should buy them as well,” he observed, releasing the
catalogue of the milestone ‘iSculpt’ exhibition in the national capital.

The December 7-21 show, being organised by Delhi Art Society (DAC) in
association with the Indian International Centre (IIC), features
masterpieces by half-a-dozen modern masters. Curated by art historian
Uma Nair, the 15-day event at the IIC premises marks the start of the 100th
year of Malik, who wrote regularly for leading newspapers and edited the
literary weekly Thought, besides servingat the National Gallery of Modern
Art and the equally prestigious Lalit Kala Akademi.

Dr Singh, while noting that sculpting is a “difficult art”, said the ongoing
exhibition has taken care to represent not just the various genres and
mediums of the domain, but also its exponents across the country. “To give
an overall view of modern sculpting and yet focus on certain high points is
challenging,” he noted, while also recalling his close ties with Malik (1924-
2014). “This show has succeeded in paying its tribute to the great man.”

The 60-page catalogue is a DAS publication, which designer Mukesh Mishra
conceptualised along with fellow Delhi-iteUma Nair.The multi-colour book
with rich content is sponsored by TarunKhanna of 108artprojects.com.
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Curator Uma, while lauding Dr Singh as an “enlightened voice from the
past”, said her show features both established and emerging sculptors,
besides nine-monochromeset by young Manoj Arora. Overall, iSculpt
throws brighter light on sculpting and photography — two areas Malik
loved, but didn’t earn deserving acknowledgement from the circles.

Sculptor Neeraj Gupta, who is president of the DAS which Malik founded in
2005, stressed on the need for public art to grow in the country. “We have
enough organisations and galleries to promote paintings as well as
sculpting, yet art at public places remains largely ignored,” he said. “We are
working towards a reformation on this front.”

Earlier, Uma, accompanied byNeeraj, took Dr Singh on a curatorial walk at
the main venue at the pool-side Gandhi King Plaza. The weekend ceremony
was also attended by some of the sculptors at the show.

Among the artists at iSculpt, besides Neeraj, are Amar NathSehgal, Satish
Gupta, Himmat Shah and G. Reghu. While women (Sonia Sareen and late
RiniDhumal) total two, the mediums of the works overall include wood,
stone, metal and terracotta.The others are ArunPandit, Biman Das,
Dhananjay Singh, HarshaDurugadda, S.D. Hariprasad, Parmod Mann, Rajesh

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Emerging sculptors prominent at Delhi show on Keshav Malik @ 100

New Delhi, Dec 18:With its closed wings and head down, Phaneendra Nath
Chaturvedi’s butterflybears a posture in static motion, as if readying to fly and
take India’s sculpting scenario further upward. The multicolour work in stainless
steel carries the vibrancy and sturdiness of contemporary art in the subcontinent
— as does the entire set of 24 exhibits at a milestone show in the national capital.

As a tribute to many-faceted cultural personality Keshav Malik on his birth
centenary, the 15-day iSculpt is catching connoisseurs’ attention as a milestone
event hosting young and established visual artists from across the country.Being
organised by the Delhi Art Society (DAS) founded by Malik (1924-2014), the

event ending this Thursday has been curated by scholar-historian Uma Nair.

“Phaneendra’s‘Ekayatam’ is like a strand of magic that conveys the joy of life,” notes
Uma, whose ‘iSculpt’ is currently into its fifth edition at India International Centre (IIC)
this time as well. “Its fluttering wings, in effect, borrow shades from the celestial palette
and seem to dance in the worlds of the ordinary as well as celestial.”

While the works of Varanasi-born Phaneendra, 42, have been regular at
exhibitions from the turn of this century, iSculpt has Andhra Pradesh’s Harsha
Durugaddafrom the same generation, but with his artwork in painted birch-
wood. Known generally for his large-scale sculpting, the Hyderabad-based
Harsha’s ‘Topo’ at the December 7-21 show is inspired by an Indian toy and
juxtaposed with pyramidal structures resembling contemporary urban
architecture.

Then there is architect-turned-sculptor Nimesh Pilla’s unicorn. The mythical theme,
done in aluminium, goes for a realistic depiction, spelling an “echo of all kinds of beings
and tales that come reeling into one’s album of memories”, notes the curator. Uma,
considering the love Malik always had for photographs, besides of course paintings, has
accommodated a set of nine monochromes by lensman Manoj Arora, also in his 40s.

Sculptor Neeraj Gupta, who is president of the 2005-established DAS, recalls
Malik’s quest for promoting public artamid his deepknowledge about cultural
practices across continents. “Today, if Delhi’s own Buddha Jayanti Park has
sculptures in the shape of vanished trees from a 100-acre semi-forest, DAS has its
definite role,” points out the 54-year-old artist, whose couple of works feature at
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iSculpt. With highly individualistic ideas and design, the architectural engineer-
turned-sculptor is reputed as a green activist too.

Aptly, among its 24 exhibits on IIC’s poolside Gandhi King Plaza, iSculpt has one
up the central tree of the venue. Sticking to a couple of its branches is Ankon
Mitra’s ‘A Fleeting Moment of Infinite Bliss’, using modular aluminium sheets.
Hand-folded and powder-coated to brass finish, it portrays the desirable ability to
smile benignly at life, knowing well the endless dreariness of material existence.

Retired bureaucrat K.N. Shrivastava, who is now Director of IIC which is a non-
governmental organisation that serves as a joint for cultural and intellectual
viewpoints across ideologies and regions, recalls Malik’s “unparalleled”
contributions to the world of art. “Besides writing on visual arts for frontline
journals, his edited niche magazine Thought, reinforcingone’s eminence in
literature,” he adds.“All these were following his return from Europe in the late
1950s after scholarly studies in Western art.” While Delhiite Malik was closely
associated with IIC since its inception in 1962, he founded DAS at the age of 81.

Among the elderly or late artists at iSculpt are Satish Gujral, Amar Nath Sehgal, Himmat
Shah and Satish Gupta. “Also, two women artists have lent iSculpt unique feminine
identities in their works,” adds Uma about portrait artist Sonia Sareen (who has been
working for 20 years) and Rini Dhumal (1948-2021), a polymath known for her Devi
series printmaking and sculptures.

Ganesha by Sehgal (1922-2007) wears a narrative appearance steeped in formalism,
with the sculpture’s trunk flowing down a hollowed-out space. The bronze work, Uma
points out, suggests the vitality of the wisdom and benevolence of the elephant-headed
god. “In the gently flowing profile, we sense a symbol of abundance as well as
approachable serenity,” she notes.

Venerated Himmat Shah’s head of a woman at iSculpt is a rare composition,
created in London at a prestigious casting studio. “Abstraction, for me, is to
explore the conscious from the real, a desire to seek out and give shape to the
primordial image,” he notes about the image. Similarly, Rini’s work bears an
“aura of tranquillity”, according to Uma. “This larger-than-life portrait draws
attention to the simplicity of dress and pose.”
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Adding grace to the show are Biman Das’s elegant Buddha steeped in peace as
reflected in the ascetic’s meditative sitting under the tree and Dhananjay Singh'’s
pair of human heads treated with verve that lights up his eminence in
experimental practice, besides G. Reghu untitled stoneware of a seated couple in
a composition of reverie. Filmmaker Muzaffar Ali, known for his love for horses,
has come up with a pair of the animal created as a simple cast, reviving memories
from the annals of history.

Neeraj Gupta, with his Krishna series, depicts the composite symbols, ideas and
cultural knowledge of the subcontinent’s civilization, reminding the viewers that
art has a continuous existence. Satish Gupta’s ‘Mother India’ is a study in
expression, bearing a head with a face of deep divinity, depicting the Devi with
her grace and gravitas.

Arun Pandit’s ‘Musician’ essays the face of a violinist in a posture symbolising
simplicity and humility. It celebrates grand artistry in an internet age riddled
with multiple memories and references. Bhola Kumar, another national award
winner who works on different kinds of stone, focuses on a “slow churning of
forces” at iSculpt. N S. Rana, whose ‘Solace’ is about the beauty of “less is more”,
goes for an aperture in the centre and bears minimalist mooring.

While Parmod Mann tacitly expresses the rarely-seen elegance around
elongation, Rajesh Ram’s human hybrid figure of man and lion in stoneware
represents imaginatively fascinating forms with mathematical perfection.
Kolkatan Ram Kumar Manna'’s two-decade-old Shiva is born of folk embers and
influences, while the sandstone work by S.D. Hariprasad (also Harsha’s father) of
a gentleman who looks like a sage.Gujral’s (1925-2020) sculpture reiterates love
for granite, while Sonia’s Bhavanamayi is a sculpted head of an earth goddess.
Vipul Kumar’s work, born out of thoughts on global warming, is done in
porcelain, stoneware and marble.

Nonagenarian poet-philosopher Dr Karan Singh released the catalogue, calling for
governmental efforts for wider appreciation of sculpting. The event began with
Keshav’s wife and Sangeet Natak Akademi former Secretary Usha Malik lighting
the lamp. Cosmetologist Simal Soin and fashion designer Ritu Beri announced
iSculpt open after an invocatory Bharatanatyam dance by Geeta Chandran.

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Sculpting gains prominence at Delhi show on Keshav Malik @ 100

New Delhi, Dec **: With its formalism-employednarrative, the unique Ganesha
sculpture at the group showsymbolises a fresh break Delhi Art Society (DAS)has got in
its 18 years of promoting public art.The metallic work by Amar NathSehgal is one
among two dozen modern masterpieces on display at a pioneering exhibition by DAS as
a tribute to its founder: scholar Keshav Malik on his birth centenary.

Named iSculpt and throwing light on Malik’s lesser-known love for three-dimensional
figures, the December 7-21 show is being hosted by the India International Centre (IIC)
at its leafy premises. The exhibition features both emerging and new-age names, points
out its curator Uma Nair. Sehgal’swork suggests the vitality of the wisdom and
benevolence of the elephant-headed god,she adds.

To sculptor Neeraj Gupta, who is now president of 2005-established DAS, iSculpt
mirrors Malik’s quest for updating with the trends in art amid a gaining insights about
cultural practices the world over. “Only if we strengthen local networks can we weave
grand conversations around artistic legacies,” believes the artist, who has a couple of
works at iSculpt.

All the seven iSculpteditions have seen the cooperation of IIC. Its Director K.N.
ShrivastavarecalledMalik’s “unparalleled” contributions to paintings, sculpting and
photography as a regular writer on the subjects for frontline journals, while also serving
as the editor of niche literary magazine Thought.

Among its 24 exhibits on the poolside Gandhi King Plaza, iSculpt has one up the central
tree of the venue. Sticking to a couple of its branches is AnkonMitra’s ‘A Fleeting
Moment of Infinite Bliss’, using modular aluminium sheets. The other artists, besides
Neeraj, are Amar NathSehgal, Satish Gupta, Himmat Shah and G. Reghu. While women
(Sonia Sareen and late RiniDhumal) total two, the mediums of the works overall include
wood, stone, metal and terracotta. The others are ArunPandit, Biman Das, Dhananjay
Singh, HarshaDurugadda, S.D. Hariprasad, Parmod Mann, Rajesh Ram, NimeshPilla,
PhaneendraNathChaturvedi, Muzaffar Ali, N.S. Rana, AnkonMitra, Vipul Kumar,
SatishGujral, Ram Kumar Manna and Bhola Kumar.

Poet-philosopher Dr Karan Singhreleased the catalogue, calling for governmental efforts
for wider appreciation of sculpting. The event began with Keshav’s wife and
SangeetNatakAkademi former Secretary Usha Malik lighting the ceremonial lamp.
Cosmetologist SimalSoin and fashion designer RituBeri announced iSculpt open after an
invocatory Bharatanatyam dance by GeetaChandran.
